i. AMoment is a brief period of time
ii. A Moment can be an important or significant occasion or time
(Momentous)

b. Momentum from Latin momentum = movement
i. “Momentum” is the force that keeps something moving and developing
in a certain direction over time.

¢. Moment > Momentum > Movement
i. A movementis alarge group of people who make a collective effort to
achieve or reform something.
ii. Movements are created by people who respond to moments
iii. Like the men of Issachar who understood times and knew what the
people of God ought to do (1 Chronicles 12:32)

i. Women don’t have the right to dictate what womanhood is all about
Isaiah 29:16; 45:9
